The variance 
shall be effective for a single, consecutive 4-hour period to occur sometime 
between February 9, 2006 and May 8, 2006, or until installation of the new 
gauging equipment in Tank 35003 is completed, and VRS #3 is brought back on-
line, whichever occurs first.  The thirteen recommended conditions will be set 
forth in the Southern Region Hearing Board Order.
