As air quality either improves
or deteriorates, RAAN provides school staff with emails outlining the change in air
quality and a web portal detailing the day’s air quality trends. The program is designed
to enhance a school’s ability to allow their student to enjoy outdoor sports and activities
as much as possible while protecting student’s health when air quality is poor in their
specific area.
